                       WE’RE ALL BANGED UP 

   

   There I was, popcorn in hand, watching the movie 

Seabiscuit, when the actor's words slammed into my 

soul: "You don't throw a whole life away just         

because it's banged up a little.' Those words were written just for me and    

linger still. In reality, most of us are "banged up a little. " We have   hidden 

scars, fresh wounds, and broken places. We also have new challenges: 

trauma, emotional turmoil, spiritual disconnection, and failed health. 

Someone we work with may be difficult to talk to; a significant  other may 

have moved on; there may be a misunderstanding or sudden change in a 

delicate relationship; or a routine checkup may reveal a serious problem. 

 

   Even though we are bruised by these events, we are blessed to be able to 

pick up the pieces and recover with greater clarity and determination. In 

his book A Farewell to Arms, Ernest Hemingway writes, "The world 

breaks everyone and many are strong at the broken places.”  In each and 

every circumstance, God gives us a warehouse of treasures to help us 

bounce back. Lent is the perfect season to uncover those treasures, find 

strength, and change direction. We only need to explore these lessons, give 

of ourselves, and pray to discover the wealth of treasures inside. Use the 

clues in each of these Lenten reflections to weed out the clutter and       

conflict that inhibit your growth. Open yourself up to new ideas and let go 

of old habits and behaviors. 

 

Simple to do 

Choose one habit or behavior that you want to change. Turn it over to    

Jesus and ask him to help you kick the habit or stop the behavior. 

 

Follow it through 

Jesus, with you all things are possible. Help me to anchor myself to you 

and believe that you will heal my broken places.

     Ash Wednesday and Good Friday remain 

days of fast and abstinence. Abstinence is 

also to be observed on the  Fridays of Lent. 

FASTING is required of all the faithful in good health         

between the ages of 18 and 59. 

Fasting usually is interpreted to mean one full meal and, if 

necessary, two other small meals. One should not eat            

between meals, but milk, fruit juices and other liquids are     

permitted. 

ABSTINENCE means no meat should be eaten during the    

entire day.  All persons are required to abstain from their 

14th birthday. 

Anyone unable to observe the fast or abstinence obligations 

because of health or other serious reasons should consider   

substituting another penance.
