Horizontal and Vertical

The important point to be made here is that the mystery of our
faith is a mystery of relationship, a relationship of communion that is at once
Trinitarian, ecclesial and ministerial. It is a mystery that is indivisibly horizontal
and vertical. God has entered into the human narrative and our lives have been
drawn into the mystery of Christ. What is typically lacking among us is a
conscious, intentional investment in the ultimate relationships that give us our
deepest identity. Relationships atrophy if we do not attend to them; they shrivel if
they do not mature. That is not a 20th century problem. It has been the challenge
for the church generation after generation. Those who face into the challenge and
embrace their relationships are those we call the saints — Oscar Romero,
Francis of Assisi, Catherine of Siena, Dorothy Day. As for the rest of us who are
often halfhearted about the demands life in Christ makes on us, St. Benedict
advises: "Never despair of God's mercy" God does not give up on us; the Holy
Spirit uses us to minister to one another.

Evangelization, catechesis and preaching that are unable to hold the two
aspects of the mystery — the horizontal and the vertical relationships of life in
Christ — in creative tension will not serve the church well in our confusing
times. The mystery of our faith points us toward Trinitarian, ecclesial and human
communion, not simply to one or another dimension of the relationships revealed
in Christ. After the sacramental rite of the water bath, the laying on of hands and
anointing, and first Communion in the sacrament of the Eucharist, Catholic
Christians need a continuing spiritual formation that initiates them more and
more fully within the mystery. It is less than the faith of the church — i.e., it is
unfaithful— to preach or teach in ways that put the mystery beyond the religious
experience of the baptized, for to be baptized is to be caught up in the mystery.
The challenge for pastoral leaders is to invite the baptized to become more fully
who they already are by God's choice.

Some 80 years ago, an early editor of Orate Fraters, the journal that
inaugurated liturgical and ecclesial renewal in the United States, made a true if
startling observation for his readers: He wrote that everything the church needs to
celebrate the Eucharistic mystery comes from the laity. Together, the baptized
laity who are the church provide the church building, all its furnishings, its
maintenance, the bread and wine for the Eucharistic sacrifice and even the priest
— for every candidate for holy orders comes from the community of the
baptized. Long before seminary, the community of the baptized forms the future
priest as a participant in the mystery of Trinitarian communion. After ordination,
the Spirit filled community of the baptized continues to form its priests to be true
pastors in the Spirit of Jesus. (continued next week)
