   Because of the rise in cases in the Clio area, we have suspended Mass at Our Lady 
of Guadalupe for the month of July.

   The best way to protect ourselves (and keep the church open) is for us to continue 
to wear face masks at all the masses.  This helps prevent the spread of the virus.  We 
also need to continue our social distancing.

Ju-
das later regretted his deeds and tried to give the money back, 
but the chief priests wouldn't take it (see Matthew 27:3 8). 

2. (c) The four Gospel writers, or Evangelists, are Matthew, 
Mark, Luke, and John. The word "Evangelist" comes from 
Greek and means "proclaimer of the Good News." 

3. (b) A crucifix has Christ's body (or "corpus") on it. The 
powerful symbol of the crucifix inspires us to remember the life, 
death, and Resurrection of Jesus. 

4. (c) Jesus and the Apostles were devout Jews, so they were 
celebrating Passover, which reminds all Jews of God's saving 
action in guiding Moses as he led the Hebrews out of slavery in 
Egypt. 

5. (b) John's Gospel tells us that Pontius Pilate ordered this 
sign to be written in Latin, Greek, and Hebrew (see John 
19:19 22). In Latin it reads "Iesus Nazareneus Rex ludaeorum," 
or "Jesus of Nazareth, King of the Jews."

Blessed Kateri Tekakwitha        July 14 
What heroic deeds cause us to remember Kateri 
Tekakwitha, who died at the age of 24, only 
seven years after she was baptized? Kateri was 
born in upstate New York in 1656. Her mother, 
a Christian Algonquin, and her father, a        
Mohawk warrior, died of smallpox when Kateri 
was four. Kateri survived the epidemic but was 
left disfigured and partially blind. She grew up 
in the care of her uncle. 
When Kateri was eleven, a group of Jesuit      
missionaries (called ñBlackrobesò by the native 
peoples) visited Kateriôs village. Their stories 

touched her deeply. At the age of 17, she took the courageous 
step of being baptized. Her decision to be baptized angered her 
relatives. They knew of so-called Christians who had burned     
villages and brought deadly diseases to the Native American    
peoples. Kateri also chose not to marry, which was unthinkable 
for a young girl in her culture. 
The opposition of her relatives to her choices led Kateri to flee to 
a Christian settlement near Montreal. There she taught young 
children and cared for the sick and aged. She quickly became 
known for her remarkable acts of penance and prayer. But soon 
her health began to fail. She died in 1680 at the age of 24. 
Because she followed the traditional Christian virtues of prayer, 
fasting and works of mercy to such an extraordinary degree, it 
was not long before word of her life spread far and wide. Kateri 
was beatified, a preliminary step for sainthood, in 1980. She is 
the first Native American and the first American lay person to 
receive this honor.

Each of us is every 
seed in the parable. Eventually we all land on the rocky 
ground of trouble and heartaches, where faith dries up, 
leaving our hearts withered.  Or we stumble into busy 
times on the hard path to accomplishment and carrion 
crows of worry, stress, or greed snatch up our seeds of 
love and humility.  And how often do we land in the 
thorn bushes of anger where faith is choked out by re-
sentment, jealousy and petty disagreement? As seedlings 
in Godôs garden we can all lose our faith for a moment or 
a month. When our roots get cut off by the circumstances 
of life, we need to burrow deeper in the rich word of 
God, the sweet soil of worship and the refreshing flood 
of His Spirit, and our little seed of faith will flourish 
again.

Scattered seeds 

     Those of us who are gardeners or farmers know the faith it 
takes to watch seeds grow to maturity. We pick the best soil, 
provide water, fertilizer and shelter from the worst of the    
elements. Still, inexplicably some plants flourish while other 
fail. There is a measure of uncertainty no matter how skilled 
the hands are that plant the seed.   
     It is the same when we scatter the seeds of our faith in the 
world. We can't foretell who will be receptive and who will 
not. Often we will see no difference, no response that a seed 
has even been planted in their hearts, but we cannot lose 
faith. Today's parable reminds us that our responsibility is 
simply to continue to share, to see that the seeds are planted 
and leave the growth to God. He will know how to tend the 
hearts that have been sown, so that they reap a good harvest. 
Perhaps we will be there to see this rich reward, perhaps not. 
It is enough to know that we are trusted to continue the 
blessed planting that Jesus began, and which will continue 
until He comes again.
