NOTES ON COVIDï 19 

Face MaskðSocial Distance 

 MONTGOMERY, Ala. (WSFA) - Alabama became 
the latest in a growing number of states to   require the 
use of facial masks when in public, Gov. Kay Ivey con-
firmed Wednesday morning. 

  About half of all states now have some statewide face mask requirement in 
place, the latest effort to stem the spread of the COVID-19 pandemic. 

Under Iveyôs order, citizens must wear a mask in public when interacting within 
six feet of people from a different household. The order came into effect Thurs-
day at 5p.m. and stays in effect until at least July 31, the day the governorôs 
amended Safer At Home order is set to expire.  

The penalty for violating the order can result in a $500 fine and/or jail time, Ivey 
said. But she added the goal is not for law enforcement to search for violators, 
rather itós to get people to use masks.  

The governor said she doesnôt want to close things down again unless absolutely 
necessary and that she wants to preserve the livelihood of small business owners 
and workers.  

  Among the orderôs main points are that each person is to wear a mask or facial 
covering that covers the nostrils and mouth at all times when within six feet of a 
person from another household. The order is to be in effect at any indoor space 
open to the general public, a vehicle operated by a transportation service, or an 
outdoor public space where 10 or more people are gathered.

 Hidden treasure of a bankrupt rancher: In west Texas, there 
is a famous oil field known as the Yates Oil Field. It is a giant 
oil field in the Permian basin of west Texas, bordering Pecos 
river. The field has produced more than one billion barrels of 
oil, making it one of the largest in the United States. Estimated 
recoverable reserves are still approximately one billion barrels, 
which represents approximately 50% of the original oil in place. 
During the depression, this field was a sheep ranch owned Mr. 
Ira and Mrs. Ann Yates. Ira was not able to make enough money 
on his ranching operation to pay the principal and interest on his 
mortgage, so he was in danger of losing his ranch. With little 
money for clothes or food, his family, like many others, had to 
live on a government subsidy. Day after day, as he grazed his 
sheep over those rolling west Texas hills, he was no doubt great-
ly troubled about how he would be able to pay his bills. Ira 
heard about oil excavation in Texas and invited Transcontinen-
tal Oil Company to explore his land for oil. A crew from the oil 
company came into the area and told Mr. Yates that there was 
oil on this land. They asked permission to drill a wildcat well, 
and he signed a lease. At a little more than a thousand feet, they 
struck a huge oil reserve, giving eighty thousand barrels a day. 
In fact, thirty years after the discovery, a government test of one 
of Mr. Yatesô wells showed that it still could produce more than 
a hundred thousand barrels of oil a day. And Mr. Yates owned it 
all. The day he had purchased the land, he received the oil and 
mineral rights. And yet, he had been living on relief ï a multi-
millionaire living in poverty. What had been the problem? He 
did not know the oil was there. He owned it, but he did not pos-
sess it. ð In todayôs Gospel Jesus compares the Kingdom of 
God to a treasure hidden in a field. [James Hewett, How to Live
